The seven floors of the Institute occupy 
the northern side of Gordon Square, next 
to the main UCL campus and in the heart 
of London, with all of its museums, cultural 
life and resources. This building is home to 
all our staff, undergraduate, masters and 
PhD students. It houses an outstanding and 
world-renowned archaeology library, numer-
ous laboratories, computing and photo-
graphic facilities, extensive collections and 
seminar rooms, allowing students at all lev-
els to engage critically with – and contribute 
to – current research. Students at the Insti-
tute are part of a thriving community which 
values and supports all its members, and a 
central feature of Institute life is the Society 

of Archaeological Students (SAS), our under-
graduate social and academic society.  

Institute degrees have structured core 
courses and a dissertation, but students are 
able to choose from around 70 undergradu-
ate optional courses that develop their per-
sonal interests.

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All undergraduate students participate in a 
minimum of 70 days fieldwork. This includes 
four days on the Experimental Archaeology 
Course (Figs 1 and 2) and a 12-day Archae-
ology Field Training Course during their first 
year. Funding from UCL covers subsistence 
and travel costs for most fieldwork and study 
tours in the UK and abroad. See the Institute 
of Archaeology around the World feature in 
this issue.

UK Government loans mean that students 
do not pay the £9,000 UCL fees ‘up front’. In 
addition, at UCL UK students start to pay off 

their loans after graduation, paying 9% of 
any income over £21,000 a year. UK under-
graduates from families with incomes lower 
than £42,000 a year are to be expected to 
receive an annual cash bursary of £1,000.

The Institute has the largest and most 
diverse community of research students of 
any UK university undertaking PhDs. Infor-
mation about the wealth of research cur-
rently in progress and about the research 
interests of staff can be found at: http://
www.ucl.ac.uk/archaeology/research.
